	Learner Background: 

This lesson is a lesson in a series of lessons using the big book, In a Dark, Dark Wood to teach reading concepts: phonological awareness, concepts of print/mechanics, comprehension, and vocabulary.  Kindergarteners have begun learning the letters and sounds.  Students are familiar with the big book, In A Dark, Dark Wood.  This lesson will reinforce the d and w letters and sounds.
	
	

	Objective:

Students will identify words beginning with d and w from the text, In a Dark, Dark Wood.
	
	

	Assessment: 
Students will circle all words beginning with d and w from the text, In a Dark, Dark Wood on the worksheet provided.
	Kyle and Dakota will circle the letters d and w.
	Teacher will work with Kyle and Dakota with recognizing the letters d and w.

	Initiation:
Teacher begins with, “Today we will read In a Dark, Dark Wood.  I want you to be listening for words that begin with the /d/ and /w/ sounds.  Those letters are d and w.”  Teacher holds up the letters for students to see.  Teacher asks students to repeat letter name and sound.
	
	

	Lesson Development:

Materials:  Big book, In a Dark, Dark Wood, whiteboard, marker, worksheet, SmartBoard, markers

1. Teacher begins reading In a Dark, Dark Wood.  
2. Teacher pauses and asks, “Did anyone hear any words yet that began with d or w?

3. Teacher continues reading stressing d and w words.
4. After the story is finished, teacher asks for words from the story that begin with d and w; dark, wood, was.

5. Then teacher asks students to give other examples of d and w words.  Teacher writes them on the board. Ex. Dog, dish, dove, dirt, dig, word, work, wag, witch, wash.
6. Students then go back to their seats and circle the d and w words on worksheet which is the text from In a Dark, Dark Wood. (28 d and 9 w words)
	Teacher holds up letters again while reading for visual learners.
Teacher repeats d and w words.


	Teacher gives clues to Kyle and Dakota for d and w words. For example, it has four legs and barks; dog.
Teacher works with Kyle and Dakota to find d and w words.

	Closure:

1. After students have completed and handed in assignment, Teacher puts the text up on the SmartBoard.  Students take turns circling the d and w words on board.  
	
	Teacher asks Kyle and Dakota to circle the letters d and w anywhere in the text.
