	Learner Background: 

This lesson is a lesson in a series of lessons using the big book, In a Dark, Dark Wood, supporting students in reading concepts: phonological awareness, concepts of print/mechanics, phonics, comprehension and vocabulary.  Students are familiar with big book, In a Dark, Dark Wood.  This lesson will focus on rhyming words.  
	
	

	Objective:

Students will rhyme words with words from the text, In a Dark, Dark Wood orally to teacher.
	
	

	Assessment: 
With teacher in back of room, students will orally rhyme words from the text, In a Dark, Dark Wood. Teacher will say a word from the text and students will respond with a rhyme to that word. Teacher records responses.
	Teacher will give numerous examples of rhymes.
	Use picture cards for Kyle and Dakota.

	Initiation:

Teacher says today’s lesson is about words that sound the same.  What can you tell me about these two words: man and can? Boat, goat? Sick, lick? Yes, they rhyme. These words have the same ending sounds.  I want you to listen carefully to the words in the familiar big book, In a Dark, Dark Wood,  because later I will ask you to rhyme words from this book.
	
	

	Lesson Development: 
Materials: Big book, In a Dark, Dark Wood, SmartBoard, markers, d-worksheet, word and picture cards, student checklist for assessment.

1. Teacher reads aloud, In a Dark, Dark Wood to students on carpet. 

2. Teacher re-reads the book, this time stopping on various pages and has students fill in the words. Focusing on words that will be used later to rhyme.
3. Teacher then uses SmartBoard by listing various rhyming words on board.  Students will come up to board and match rhymes. (one column: lip, man, dot, mat, hand, jet, pig—second column: pot, sand, wet, can, hat, wig, sip)
4. Students will go back to seats and complete a initial consonant sheet using the letter d (reinforcing /d/ from yesterday’s lesson), while the teacher calls back students individually to back of room for assessment.
	 Teacher will repeat numerous rhymes including non-examples and nonsense words.
	Kyle and Dakota will use pictures to rhyme.

	Closure:
Teacher will have students share rhyming responses to words from text.  Students can also share other rhymes that they know with the student next to them.
	Students will share rhymes with neighbors sitting next to them.
