	Learner Background: 

This lesson is a lesson in a series of lessons using the big book, In a Dark, Dark Wood, supporting students in reading concepts: phonological awareness, concepts of print/mechanics, phonics, comprehension, and vocabulary.  Students are familiar with big book, In a Dark, Dark Wood.  This lesson focuses on high-frequency words: a, and, was, up, in.
	
	

	Objective:

Students will recognize and know high-frequency words from the text, In a Dark, Dark Wood. 
	
	

	Assessment: 
Students will write the high-frequency words from the text, In a Dark, Dark Wood, as dictated by teacher.

	
	Teacher will show word cards to Kyle and Dakota to measure recognition of high-frequency words.

	Initiation:

Teacher begins, “Today as we read, In a Dark, Dark Wood, I want you to listen and look at our vocabulary words that are on the board: a, and, was, up, in.  Pay special attention to those words, you will use them later on.”

	
	

	Lesson Development:

Materials:  Big book, In a Dark, Dark Wood, SmartBoard, markers, whiteboard, markers, paper for test
1.  Teacher begins by reading big book aloud to students on carpet.
2. Teacher re-reads story, pausing at vocabulary words and asking students to say words out loud.

3. Next, teacher has student volunteers act out high-frequency words: in, up.
4. Teacher then puts up the text on the SmartBoard and students circle the vocabulary words on board.

5. Teacher has students repeat circled words from SmartBoard.

6. Students who have not had a chance to come to the board, write the vocabulary words on board.

7. Teacher erases all words from board and covers book.

8. Teacher gives student spelling test at their seats.
	Teacher repeats vocabulary words; students see the words several times in different places.
	Teacher has magnetic letters for Kyle and Dakota to spell out vocabulary words.

	Closure:

1. Student volunteers come to board to write vocabulary words after all have completed the assessment.
